According to the Arizona Department of Health Services’ rules for distribution and use of medical marijuana, every dispensary is required to have security equipment to deter unauthorized entrance to limited access areas, exterior lighting and video surveillance cameras. The State of Arizona also requires each facility to develop a security plan equipped with policies and procedures in place for the use of the security equipment to prevent unauthorized access to medical marijuana at the facility. 
“Over the past six months, we have targeted medical marijuana facilities to provide real-time video managed services for because the State of Arizona requires each dispensary to comply with specific security requirements, including mandatory use of video surveillance cameras,” said Centralized Vision Founder and President Tom Vigilante, Jr. “I believe medical marijuana dispensaries will be a new industry we will be able to lend our expertise to in the near future because we can help each proprietor with cost-effective solutions while developing their state-mandated security plan.”
